Right now E55th is the only access to the lake. How will you accommodate people in
getting ot the lake without having to go down to 72"?

Where will the traffic jams be? E55th St interchange?

Traffic (ships)

Where will the ships come in?

What will the impact be from the pollution from the ships?

= Will there be a master plan for the ITD? Will it exist even if the port doesn’t move?
= Need more details/to see a master plan for ITD

Environment & Recreation

= What does this mean for the greening of Cleveland and access to the lakefront for St
Clair Superior neighborhood?
